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1. To reduce the risk of falls when scaffolding the scaffolders step up will be utilised. The step up will be designed to BS 8118 and NASC TG20:13. 
2. Upon completion of the first lift, boards will be placed onto the platform to allow safe access to construct the subsequent lifts.

3. Scaffolders will be wearing full body harness incompliance with BS EN 361 and a shock absorbing lanyard in compliance with BS EN 355.
4. The scaffolders step up will be fixed to the standard as per drawing. All ledgers supporting the step up will be fitted on right angle couplers.

5. The scaffolder will clip on his harness to the

      highest ledger to eliminate the risk

      of falls between the ledger and the 

      guardrails.

6. With the step up now in place the scaffolder can

      safely erect the lift above.

7. Extra care must always be taken when accessing

      and egressing the step up and the scaffolder must 
      be personally aware of his surroundings.
