Method Statement

Lifting Accessories 

The lifting accessories, as detailed previously, will be provided by ……………………………… complete with all statutory documentation. 

Weather Conditions 

The Appointed Person or, in his absence, Site Manager, will ensure that the lifting operation only takes place if the weather conditions are suitable for the lift.
Ground Conditions

The lorry must be set up on the road surface. Mats must be used under outrigger feet at all times.
Any lifts that require the lorry to be set up off the road must be assessed individually by The Appointed Person and a specific lifting plan produced before any lifting commences.
Attachment/detachment of chain slings to cabin
Slings must be attached from ground level wherever possible. Should the need arise for persons to stand on top of the cabins, then suitable fall protection must be in place (i.e. fall restraint lanyard and harness or similar).
Offloading of cabins
The operator must use the controls on the side opposite where the cabin is to be sited to avoid the risk of the cabin swinging around and crushing them. A competent banksman/signaller may have to be used to aid the operator when off loading.
